How to Play 
1.  Read a book that fits one of the descriptions on the Bingo 
board. You can use each book for only one of the squares. 
Books must be at your reading level or higher. 

2.  Write the author and title of the book that you read in the 
box. You can color the completed square if you’d like! 

3.  After you have filled in four squares in a row (Bingos can go 
across, down, or diagonally), return this card to the Library to 
claim your prize.   

4.  After completing a Bingo, keep reading! When you fill in 
every square in the grid, you’ll have a blackout and will have 
completed your summer reading challenge! Bring your 
completed Bingo card to the Library to claim your prize.
